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Crete University Press (CUP), a non-profit and self-financed organization, was founded in 1984 as a branch of
Foundation for Research and Technology, with an initial donation of Pancretan Association of America.

CUP publishes books for the student, the scientist and the general reader, covering the fields of Science,
Humanities, Historical and Social Sciences as well as the Arts.

The aims of CUP are:

» To form a high quality scientific bibliography in the field of Sciences, containing both translated and original
studies, and to cultivate the Greek language as far as scientific and technological terminology is concerned.

» To provide an accessible editing platform for original scientific research in the fields of Social Sciences and
Humanities, as well as to publish reference books for researching and educational aims.

» To disseminate the scientific ideas and the ethos of scientific methodology, publishing popular science
books, as well as to provide valid information on issues concerning the ordinary citizen.

» Annually, the CUP books are used as basic textbooks in more than 3.100
lecture courses in all Greek universities

» 30 prizes and awards by academic societies and organizations
